i. Ancient Roman Name and Modern Name

ii. 1 Relevant Picture/Image per slide (one of which must be an ANCIENT Roman Map of the Area)
iii. Explain location in relation to Ancient Rome - e.g., distance from Rome, geographical orientation from Rome (south, north, etc.)

iv. Date(s) of Caesar’s involvement in the Area

v. Explain relation to Caesar in 10-20 sentences.

c. If politics, provide the following for each role

i. Roman Names of position if appropriate

ii. Typical responsibilities for this position

iii. Date(s) of Caesar’s involvement

iv. Chronological Outline of how Caesar carried out the position in 10-20 sentences.
