Independent Term Project – Ovid’s Metamorphoses Portfolio 
For the remainder of Term 05, you will compile a portfolio that addresses at least two stories of transformation from Ovid’s Metamorphoses and includes a combination of the products from the various categories below.  You must accrue a total of 20 points representing at least THREE of the categories below. The portfolio will be due HARDCOPY at the beginning of class on Tuesday, June 18, 2013. NOTE: You are expected to work on this in class as well as outside of class. Please bring what you need to class daily and make a note of the important dates.
Basics: REQUIRED for EVERYONE (6 pts total)
· Cover with Name and Title of Portfolio (1 pt)

· Table of contents (1 pt)

· A summary for each of the transformation stories that you selected (2 pts)
· A powerpoint presentation that acts as a documentary of your process (2 pts) and answers the following questions: What did you learn about your topic? What can others learn? What did you learn about yourself? How does you topic relate to your life or the lives of others?

Category 1: Essays – NO MORE than 6 points may be accrued through this category
CHOOSE ANY FROM THE FOLLOWING OR SUGGEST YOUR OWN TOPIC (a suggested topic MUST be pre-approved by me…)

(1 page = 1 pt; 2 pages = 2 pts; 3 pages = 3 pts)
(In addition to the hardcopy, it must be submitted through Google Docs; typed and double spaced; sources cited using MLA; in your own words; good grammar; NO PLAGIARISM)
· a comparative analysis of two or more artworks that related to the transformation stories that show the story or an excerpt from it. Use any of the handouts on the website to help you.

· a comparative analysis/critique of two or more PUBLISHED TRANSLATIONS of the transformation stories.

· an essay about that gives background and/or mythological information about a character in the transformation story

· a personal essay about the symbolic meaning of transformation in one of Ovid’s stories

· a report about Ovid’s time period and how the Metamorphoses fits into the time period

Category 2: Visual arts - No more than 10 points may be accrued through visual arts
CHOOSE ANY FROM THE FOLLOWING OR SUGGEST YOUR OWN CONCEPT (a suggested concept MUST be pre-approved by me…)

· A visual interpretation no smaller than 11x14 (i.e., ORIGINAL drawing, mosaic, painting, pastel, other) of one of the characters/scenes or mythological figures in one of the transformation stories (3 points each artwork) 

· A collage no smaller than 11x14 that somehow illustrates the story (2 points)

· *A mini-movie that includes one or more of the characters. (3 points) You must be able to show this in class. This is one of two activities that can be collaborative. Your group must contain NO MORE than three students. If you do not have access to IMovie, do not consider this activity.

· A sound recording of an original poem or song written by you. If you do not have access to Garage Band, do not consider this activity (3 points)

· *A music video featuring a song written by one of the students. (3 points) This is the other of two activities that can be collaborative. Your group must contain NO MORE than three students. If you do not have access to IMovie, do not consider this activity.

· A comic strip or children’s picture book  (hand-drawn) of the story told in simple English. (3 points)

Category 3: Creative Writing – NO MORE THAN 6 points may be accrued from this category
CHOOSE ANY FROM THE FOLLOWING OR SUGGEST YOUR OWN CONCEPT (a suggested concept MUST be pre-approved by me…)
(2 pts per item - In addition to the hardcopy, it must be submitted through Google Docs; typed and double spaced; NO PLAGIARISM)

· An original long poem (no haiku!) or song in English related to the story (if a song is produced, a music video may be made)
· An original modern version of your transformation story or a segment of it.

· An original play or movie script (must include director’s/stage directions, etc.) of your transformation story or a segment of it.

· A “news article” (formatted and with a headline, by line, etc.,) of your transformation story or a segment of it.
· A detailed scrapbook illustrating one of the stories (3 points)
Category 4: Applied and Technical Arts; other – NO MORE THAN 6 points may be accrued from this category
CHOOSE ANY FROM THE FOLLOWING OR SUGGEST YOUR OWN CONCEPT (a suggested concept MUST be pre-approved by me…)
(2 points each unless otherwise specified) 

· A hand-made (NOT BOUGHT) costume, garment, jewelry, prop, diarama, model, or other item based on one of your stories

· A website that acts as an electronic gallery and/or directory for all your items. Please use Google Sites for this.
Assessment
Portfolio counts as 70% of your term grade (with checkpoints counting as 30% of term grade)

Each item will then be graded on the following scale:

About Meeting Deadlines

On the day the project is due:

- If you are PRESENT in class, but have no project to hand in, you have until the end of the school day to hand in all components.

Hints on how to earn an A or B

· Check your work and correct little errors/typos. 

· Be professional.

· Cover all your bases.  (Your three categories and the 20 point total)

· Decide on the student’s choice item in advance. 

· Turn your project in on time.
