1. The perfect passive participle (PPP) is:

a. The fourth principal part of the verb for most verbs.

b. A verbal adjective

c. Translated as “(having been) <verb>ed”

2. As a verbal adjective, the PPP:

a. Represents an action or state of being (thus, verbal)

b. Modifies/describes a noun/pronoun (thus, an adjective).

i. Remember: an adjective agrees with a noun in three ways, in case, number, and gender.
